Juan Jauregui's senior project involved making and sell-
ing tamales.  Through parishioner support approximately 
$600.00 will be donated to Youth Faith Formation.  Juan 
has also been very instrumental in leading our confirmed 

youth to meet for faith and fun.

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This Sundayôs Gospel from John tells the story of Jesus driving the 
vendors and money-changers out of the Temple.  The synoptic Gos-
pels place this event after Jesusô triumphant entry into Jerusalem in 
the week before his crucifixion, but John places this event very 
early in His public ministry.  During Jesusô time, the temple was 
the center of Jewish worship, sacrifice and national identity.  This 
was the Second Temple, as the First Temple built by King Solomon 
was destroyed in 586 B.C. by Babylonian invaders.  The Second 
Temple was built after the nation of Israel returned from their exile 
in Babylon and was dedicated in 516 B.C.  Right before the time of 
Christ, King Herod added a grand addition to the Temple. 
This Temple was holy to all Jews ï it was Godôs house.  It no long-
er housed the Ark of the Covenant, which was lost when the First 
Temple was destroyed.  The Ark of the Covenant had contained the 
two tablets of the Ten Commandments that were proclaimed in the 
Old Testament reading this weekend.  Jesus knew that the Temple 
was His Fatherôs house and He was angered by the graft and thiev-
ery that had pervaded the temple worship and sacrifice.  When the 
people questioned his authority to do this, He replied:  ñDestroy 
this temple and in three days I will raise it upò (Jn 2:19).  Jesus was 
speaking of the future sacrifice of his own body at His crucifixion ï 
the ultimate sacrifice that reconciled the world back to right rela-
tionship with God.  But, his audience did not understand that He 
was talking about Himself ï how He would soon become the center 
of worship and that animal sacrifices to God in the Temple would 
no longer be needed.  St. Paul would proclaim to the Corinthians, 
ñwe preach Christ crucifiedò (1 Cor 1:23) because the sacrificed 
body of Christ was being transformed into the Body of Christ, the 

Church.  
Many descendants of the earliest Christians, who still preach and 
profess ñChrist crucified,ò still live in the Holy Land.  They live in 
the shadow of the Second Temple that was destroyed in 70 A.D. by 
the Romans.  All that remains of this Jewish center of worship is 
the Temple mount, a place still holy to the Jewish people.  But the 
Christians in the Holy Land know that the focus of their worship is 
Jesus Christ, a belief that places them in a small minority compared 
to their Jewish and Muslim neighbors.  This can make life difficult 
for these Christians as they struggle to meet such basic needs as 
finding jobs, adequate housing and access to health care.  Contrib-
uting to the Pontifical Good Friday Collection is one way that all of 
us can help the Christians in the Holy Land meet their basic materi-
al and spiritual needs.  The monies collected on Good Friday go to 
the Franciscan Custody of the Holy Land who maintain the Holy 
Sites and multiple apostolates that support the minority Christian 
population.

Worship and Music Column 
Our Discipleship Journey 

 

In last weekôs column we read how it is in what we do and in 
what we say and in what we think, day in and day out, that 
we find evidence of how we are progressing along this path 
of discipleship and helping others along this path.  So how 
can we progress on this discipleship journey?  One way is by 
living out our parishôs five guiding values. 
 

Welcoming and Hospitality- Plan to greet someone you 
donôt know every time you come to mass * Look people in 
the eye when speaking with them * Ask others how they are 
doing before telling them how you are doing * Learn peo-
pleôs names and remember them * Ask questions to learn 
more about others * Tell others ñIôm glad you cameò * Sit 
next to someone you donôt know or donôt know very well * 
Invite someone to join you at a church function. 
 

Prayer- Attend a daily mass more often * Attend a Pray with 
the Pastor session once each month, if not for the whole hour, 
then for 15 minutes * Spend five more minutes in prayer each 
day * Pray for Stella Maris and our journey as disciples * Sit 
in silence for a few minutes each day, listening to God * Say 
a short prayer immediately on waking in the morning * Pray 
a scripture passage by spending time thinking about a phrase 
that speaks to you and what God is saying to you through that 
phrase * Pray at the same time/s each day, so it becomes a 
habit 
 

Joy- Share with others what you are thankful for * Create a 
gratitude journal to recognize your blessings, then thank God 
each day for these blessings.* Greet everyone you meet with 
a smile * One day each week speak no negative words * 
Donôt gossip * Do a kind deed without being asked * Share 
kind words with others 
 

Breaking the Silence- Ask someone in need if you can pray 
for them * Share with a friend how God has worked in your 
life * Think about the difference knowing Jesus has made in 
your life and share this with someone * Consider sharing a 
witness of your faith at mass; let Father know when you are 
ready to do this * Memorize some meaningful scripture pas-
sages and share with others  
 

Allow the Holy Spirit to Guide and Work through us- 
Pray daily to the Holy Spirit asking Him to work in your life 
* Consider new ideas, leaving the outcome to Godôs direction 
* Regularly ask yourself if you are allowing God to lead you 
- and being obedient to where He is leading you * Read the 
ñfruitsò of the Spirit in Galatians 5:22-23; pray for one fruit 
you would like to see increase in your life  
 

As we become intentional about the way that we live each 
day, we will progress on our discipleship journey and as we 
progress we will also help others to progress on their own 
discipleship journey. 
 

Loving God, I thank you for choosing me to be your disciple 
and for the gift of your Son, Jesus.  Help me proclaim and 
bear witness to the Gospel by word and by deed today and 
every day.  Open my heart to the outcast, the forgotten, the 
lonely, the sick and the poor.  Grant me the courage to think, 
to choose and to live as a Christian, joyfully obedient to God.
