NOTES FROM THE NURSE: 

FOOD ALLERGY 
Food allergy affects 6-8 % of children under age 3 years 
and up to 3% of adults.  While there is no cure, some 
children outgrow their allergy as they grow older.  There 
is a great deal of information available on the subject of 
food allergy.   

 

What do we REALLY know about the topic?  It is easy to con-
fuse food ALLERGY with a more common reaction known as food 
INTOLERANCE.  While bothersome, food intolerance is a less 
serious condition that doesn't involve the immune system. 
 

If you have a food allergy, your immune system mistakenly identi-
fies a specific food or substance in food as something harmful; in 
response your immune system triggers cells to release an antibody 
to neutralize the allergy-causing offender.  Allergic reactions range 
from uncomfortable in some people to life threatening in others.  
Symptoms include: 

¶ Tingling or itching in the mouth 

¶ Hives, itching or eczema 

¶ Swelling of lips, face, tongue or throat 

¶ Wheezing, nasal congestion, breathing difficulties 

¶ Abdominal pain, diarrhea, nausea, vomiting 

¶ Dizziness, light headedness, fainting 
Symptoms usually occur within 1-2 hours of eating.  The optimal 
time to see a physician regarding food allergies is when the symp-
toms occur.
